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PILBARA Itinerary – 23 days
Day 1        Departing Adelaide at 7am we travel north through Pt Augusta to Woomera. We visit the 

Woomera Museum before moving on to Glendambo.

Day 2        We continue north along the Stuart Highway to bush camp the night before Kulgera.

Day 3        We head west via Yulara on to the Great Central Road camping the night at Docker River 
near the WA border. (N.B. We do not visit Uluru [Ayers Rock] or Kata Tjuta [The Olgas].

Day 4        We head into WA to Wakurna and look at the Giles Weather Station. We look at the Len 
Beadell memorials along the way and bush camp along the great central road.

Day 5        Travelling on the Great Central Road we head for Laverton and camp.

Day 6        We head for Leonora, Sandstone & Cue bushcamping before Meekatharra.

Day 7        We travel via Meekatharra & Mt Gould to Mt Augustus for a three night stop.

Day 8        We walk on the lower slopes of Mt Augustus. (6km/4 hours)

Day 9       We climb Mt Augustus. (12 km/7 hrs). 

Day 10      A morning spent on the bus to Kennedy Range National Park and an afternoon spent 
walking. (3km/2hrs).  

Day 11      Crossing the Gascoyne we head for Carnarvon stocking up on supplies before turning north 
and heading for Coral Bay for a 3 night stop. 

Day 12     A half day aboard a chartered glass bottom boat exploring the Ningaloo Reef and turtle 
sanctuary which includes snorkelling. 

Day 13      A free day in Coral Bay to relax by the beach.

Day 14      Travelling north through the desert we head to Tom Price for two nights. 

Day 15      A lazy day in Tom Price with a mine tour and an evening drive to the top of Mt Nameless, 
giving views of Tom Price and the mine, (optional 2 hr walk).

Day 16      We venture into Karajini National Park exploring & swimming in Hammersley gorge with an 
afternoon visit to the lower slopes of Mt Bruce. We camp in the Dales gorge campground 
for 3 nights.

Day 17      Karijini National Park where we visit Weano Gorge & Kalamina Gorge areas.

Day 18      Exploring Karijini National Park we spend the day walking and swimming in Dales gorge at 
Circular pool,Fern pool and the Fortescue Falls areas.

Day 19      We head south via Newman towards Wiluna and bush camp on the Gascoyne River.  

Day 20      Via Wiluna we head for Wanjarri Nature reserve and spend the afternoon exploring the old 
homestead area.

Day 21      We drive to Kalgoorlie and spend time in the afternoon exploring this historical mining 
town before getting ready to board the train at 10.30pm. 

Day 22-23 Travelling on the Indian Pacific in a gold class sleeper cabin (either double or 
single), you will be travelling across the Nullarbor in style. You arrive back in 
Adelaide at 0730 hours on the morning of day 23.
